Olde English is a band competition hosted jointly by
Rock Hill and Northwestern High Schools. This
year we will also be hosting State 5A

one two hour shift for these events. It is our main
band fundraiser of the year and we need
everyone’'s support. Listed below are the
committees and a brief description of what each
committee does.

Baked Goods - Price and sell baked goods
donated by Booster Club members

Band Director of the Day - Monitor
donations and count money collected to
determine winner

Concessions - Sell food & drinks from
concession stands

Dressing Rooms - Show bands to
dressing rooms, check dressing rooms for
articles left behind

Field Control — Assist bands on and off the
field and man gates

First Aid — Man the first-aid tent for ill or
injured students

Gate Admissions - Sell gate tickets, stamp
hands, monitor exit & band gates
Hospitality - Set up & manage Hospitality
Tent for band directors

Hourly Cleanup - Patrol stadium collecting
trash and emptying containers

Name Tags/Sign-in — Provide name tags
and sign in volunteers

Parking - Direct incoming buses to bus
parking; direct car parking on all lots
Program Sales - Sell programs at front
entrance

Registration/Guides -  Greet band
directors, deliver entry packets, notify press
box of arrival; coordinate student guides to
lead bands to dressing rooms, warm up
and field control

Ushers — Control stadium entrance/exit
during performances

Warm-Up/Water - Show bands to correct
warm-up area; provide water to bands after
warm-ups; ensure band departs warm-up to
field control on schedule

Welcome - Greet buses on arrival; stamp
hands of all band students and bus drivers;
point out entrance to stadium for bands
needing rest rooms

Remember, when you volunteer we will be counting
on you to work both events — Olde English and 5A.
Although students can and do help out on
committees during the Olde English event, they will
not be able to work during the State 5A
Championship.

Regardless of what committee(s) you are on, you
will be able to watch our students when they
perform on the field. Once all committees are
staffed, committee chairpersons will call all
volunteers and coordinate scheduling all volunteers
and shifts. The Tuesday night before the event, all
volunteers (both from Rock Hill and Northwestern)
meet at the stadium and "walk-through" the various
committee functions with the chairpersons. If you
have questions or would like to volunteer call Lee
Harmon at 327-4978 or email her at
Leeharmon@comporium.net.
