Sales Tips for the Shy

Somewhere behind the fear of public speaking and the fear of death, lies the fear of selling. Many of us
have suffered truly awful sales pitches -- so much so, we cringe at the thought of adding to the pile when we
attempt to sell. Even if we don't dread being lumped in with the embarrassing North American Sales Doofus, many oth-
ers of us dislike rejection. It can be paralyzing and can even lead to starvation -- if sales is your career and you are af-
flicted with either cause of what professionals refer to as "call reluctance." Fear not, Purple Regiment, I'm not asking you
to change careers, but you may find it helpful to know that a lot of professional sales people overcome these very same
limitations. Here are a few techniques you can use to increase your success when fundraising calls for (gulp!) selling.

- Set ambitious goals. Simple, right? Determine in advance how many dollars' sales you will generate for this fundraiser. (Zero is not a
goal.) Then don't quit until you achieve (or exceed) your goal. Hint:

- Based on your sales goal, determine how many calls (or emails) you need to make/send to achieve your sales goal.

- Allocate time to make those calls. For example, set aside 30 minutes following dinner on Mondays and Wednesdays to make phone calls or
send emails.

- Be professional. Identify yourself and the Purple Regiment, and explain the nature of the fundraiser. Know the product and where to find
the answers to customers' questions. (www.purpleregiment.com has quick links on the home page regarding the current fundraisers.) |
know | don't need to tell you this, but don't be pushy. Do be confident, optimistic and enthusiastic -- about the band, about yourself and
about the cookie dough/fruit/BBQ. It's contagious.

- Whether or not the customer buys from you, remember to say thank you. You represent the Purple Regiment, so show your best self in
every situation.

- Make it easy for the customer to say yes. Do you have the catalog? Do you have a pen handy? Can you make change if they want to pay
you in cash?

- Follow up and follow through. Keep good records so you don't end up with an extra box of oranges. Don't forget that people who buy
from you this year, will likely want to buy from you next year.

- Be creative. Who else can you call? Are there alumni families in the area who need a new source of band fruit? It could be you!
—-Does competition motivate you? Why not harness that motivation by enlisting a friend in a one-on-one sales competition.

- Afast "no" is better than a slow "maybe." Not everybody will say yes. It comes with the territory. Some folks have allergies, some will
have bought from somebody else, some have month left over at the end of the money. They aren't rejecting you, so thank them and move
on to the next call.
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The Purple Regiment's annual BBQ fundraiser will take
place on Friday, November 4 and Saturday, November 5.

day (or for delivery for orders of ten tickets or more), and for
pickup or dine-in at the Northwestern cafeteria on Saturday
from 11:00 AM to 7:00 PM.

Tickets are available now and sell for $8.00 each and are good
for either a plate - featuring barbecue, beans, sauce and a
roll -- or for one pound of barbecue. What a bargain! (I plan
to buy several pounds just to freeze and enjoy later.)

Dennis Dakes is the captain for this fundraiser, and will be
asking for help with deliveries on Friday as well as with baked
goods and service on Saturday. Needless to say, this fund-
raiser depends for its success on each of us selling lots of tick-
ets.
